II. Figure Rule IV: Description of Figures For USSS Rule Book addition following  new 2009-2013 FINA figures. Removal of Figure 316  Kip, Split, Walkout to allow sequicential addition of 316 Kip, Bent Knee.

After discussion of each new figure, the committee moved and approved addition of new figures into USSS Rule Book. Committee moved and approved deletion of Figure 316 Kip, Split, Walkout.

IV. FIGURE RULE 1 A: ALPHABETICAL INDEX OF FIGURES
    Insert New FINA Figures between currently listed figures:
    Removal of Kip, Split, Walkout
Rationale: Maintain continuity  and alignment between USSS Group Figure Numbers and FINA

After discussion of the alphabetical index, the committee moved and approved addition of new figures into the correct sequence in the  USSS Rule Book. Committee moved and approved deletion of Figure 316 Kip, Split, Walkout from the alphabetical index.
V. FIGURE RULE 1 B: THE FOUR CATEGORIES OF FIGURES
Insert new FINA figures into the appropriate categories between currently listed figures.  Removal  of Kip, Split, Walkout. Re-numbering of Angelfish and Sunfish
Rationale: Maintain continuity and alignment between USSS Group Figure Number and FINA


After discussion of the placement within the numerical and categorical system, the committee determined the necessity to renumber the Angelfish to 327 and Sunfish 328 to be consistent with the FINA designated Figure 326, Lagoon. The committee moved and approved that change. The Kip, Split, Walkout, 316 was removed from the categorical list after approval from the committee. 
VI.  Figure Rule 6. Discrepancy in the wording of the Gaviata Open 180° between the FINA Judges, Coaches and Referee Manual and the USSS Rulebook  was brought to the attention of the committee from officials.. 
Rational:  Verbage change (insertion of several words) to maintain continuity and alignment between FINA and USSS Rulebook.

336. Gaviata, Open 180°	Difficulty 2.8
From a Front Layout Position, a partial Front Pike Somersault (320) is executed to a Submerged Double Ballet Leg Position. The hips rise during a 180° rotation of the trunk, shoulders and head, as the trunk moves toward the vertical line, without lateral movement, to assume a Vertical Position. Continuing in the same direction, the legs open symmetrically and simultaneously during a 180o rotation to a Split Position.  The hips remain stationary as the front leg is lifted in a 180° arc over the surface to meet the opposite leg in a Surface Arch Position. With continuous foot first movement, the hips, chest and face surface sequentially at the same point, assuming a Back Layout Position as the head occupies the position of the hips at the beginning of this action.
Committee discussed and approved the additional wording to the figure description. 
VII. New Business
A. Concern over illustrations not meeting the standard of the National Team Program was  discussed. The committee agreed to review all illustrations for correctness in body positions and to modify to reflect the current National Team Gold Standard.
B. Discussion about the use of multiple manuals for coaching and judging the current and quad manuals. The committee was asked to consider development of a comprehensive document  of for developed using the Kip, Split Closing° as a model. The document contains the USSS Rulebook description and illustration, the FINA description (use of FINA illustrations to be determined) and the FINA weight for each designated position all on one page. The FINA Height Chart could also be included.
