Three Score System for Free Routines

The consensus was that most Associations are using the three score system unless they have a shortage of judges or a lack of scoring expertise.  Overall judges like the method.  It is definitely a concern that we do not have one scoring program that can handle figures, routines and evaluations.   Judges would really like to be able to do this method at Age Group Nationals.  If a program is not available by summer of 2012, Sue Johnson will look into the possibility of doing three scores for final events.  
Update on Scoring/Evaluations

Sue Johnson gave the most recent update on a scoring system for the three score method & technical routine judging.  Colorado Timing Systems (CTS) is working with Laurette Longmire, who has asked for guidance from a committee, to provide CTS with the information required for all of our scoring needs.  Sue also explained how the national judges evaluations are reviewed with the three score system and the updates she has made to the figure evaluation process from the old scoring program.  

Officials Listings

Requests to the Association Official Chairs will be sent out shortly for their current Officials lists.  Once these lists are compiled, Kevin will post them on the website.  Judges who have not taken the Update are considered lapsed & must start at Level 1.  Lists will be updated at the end of February 2012 to prepare for the Zone Meets and at the end of May 2012.

· In figures, to align with FINA, we would not have the referee tell the swimmer to “go”.

Rules/Appendix G Changes

· The committee voted to change from white top/blue bottom to white top/black bottom, no denim.  Rules Chair Scoons said this should wait until legislative year to be put in the book but implemented now.  It was brought to the floor of the BOD & voted on by the BOD, so we don’t know if it will be in the book, but nonetheless it will be implemented in Jan. 2012.  
· These will need to go before the Board of Directors for approval:
1. Housekeeping adjustments made to Appendix G due to the formation of the new US National Meet that combines US Juniors & US Seniors.  This mainly deals with the requirements for meet attendance for national judges, but Appendix G will searched for references and corrections made.
