1. 2012 Meet Calendar – The following people will be running the scoring for the future meets.  If others find they are able to help, contact the Zone person, as well as Sue Johnson
a. 2011 Masters  - Roseville, CA (Oct, 13-16)  WEST (Jackie McDaniel)
b. Collegiate – Gainesville, FL (Mar. 15-17) SOUTH (Maggie Downey)
c. JR/SR – Mesa, AZ  (Apr 11-15) WEST (Jackie McDaniel)
d. Age Group – Oxford, OH  (June 22-30) NORTH (Lisa Mooney)
e. Open – Henderson, NV  (July 10-14) WEST (Jackie McDaniel)

2. The concern about the zone / regional entry deadline of 14 days (National meets is 21 days) was discussed.  (Page 19, CP 5.6.2)  Rather than changing the rules, it was suggested that the Zone Tech chair could waive the rules to change the deadline using TR2.  It was also mentioned that some zones have a $100 fine for late entries.

4. Make sure that for all applicable meets there is a cross check for high point trophies.
5. Ted Roche asked about the possibility of having the judges write down the figure scores rather than flashing them.  His main concern was the number of volunteers currently needed for figures at meets.  This is something that we will look at again in the future.  Concerns included

a. Being able to read the judge numbers

b. Difficulty inputting into the current scoring program from 6 judge slips at a time

c. Parents and swimmers wanting to see / hear the scores

6. The Junior and Senior meets will be combined next year.
a. FINA rules will be used for both  (with some exceptions)
b. If qualified for both Juniors and Seniors, may choose to swim in one or both events.
c. The Junior and Senior events will have separate draws.
d. Combination points included for both Team and individual point trophies

7.  Laurette Longmire did a demonstration of the new scoring program currently being developed by Colorado Timing.  When completed and tested, it can be run on a stand alone computer, but can also be used with judge touch pads and scoreboards.
8. Sue Johnson will do an update on the multi-score spreadsheet which was used last year.  There will also be a related program to do judge evaluations.
9. Starting in January, officials for national meets are to wear black bottoms rather than blue.
10. Let Sue Johnson know of any suggestions for getting more revenue or cutting expenses.
