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Competition Continues at the 12th FINA/eSynchro  
World Junior Synchronised Swimming Championships 

in Indianapolis*  

Indianapolis, Ind.  – Competition at the 12th FINA/eSynchro World Junior Synchronised 
Swimming Championships* continued today at the IU Natatorium on the campus of IUPUI. The 
world's most elite junior synchronized swimmers finished out the preliminary competition with the 
solo and combination events and will compete in the figure competition on Friday while finals will 
take place on Saturday and Sunday. 

In the solo event, the United States’  Alexa Tchekmarev finished the day in eighth place with a 
mark of 85.930. In the combination event, Team USA swam a Michael Jackson themed routine 
and finished in seventh place with a score of 85.450.    
 
“We had our best performance (in the combination event) and did exactly what we needed to do,” 
stated U.S. Junior National Team Coach, Kim LoPorto. “Our energy was off the charts and higher 
than we have ever seen.” 
 
Preliminary scores (for the solo, duet and team events) will be combined with Friday’s figure 
scores to determine the 12 finalists. The world junior champions in both the solo and combo 
events will be crowned Sunday at the conclusion of finals.   
 
The internationally-sanctioned competition features the team and duet events, which are also 
Olympic disciplines. The team event consists of eight athletes while the duet consists of two 
synchronized swimmers. The solo requires a swimmer to synchronize a routine to music, while 
the free combination routine is considered a fan-favorite and incorporates a variety of different 
routines into one four and a half minute program. 
 
The biennial event is open to Junior National Teams world-wide and marks the 12th time the 
competition has been held. The United States is represented by the U.S. Junior National Team 
which was named in May of 2010.
