OUTLINE OF CONTRACT TERMS:


Broadcast Rights:  USA Synchro retains the rights to, and revenue from, the television, radio or Internet broadcast of the event, and the video or audio recording of the event for commercial purposes.  The Local Organizing Committee (“LOC”) is not entitled to compensation for seats at the Competition Site made unusable by the placement of broadcast equipment, facilities or personnel. 

LOC Pre-existing Contracts	:  The LOC must disclose all pre-existing contractual obligations with venue sponsors, on-site concessionaires and vendors, and any agreement relating to the placing of commercial signage at the event site.  

Hotel Accommodations:  Accommodations for Championship events may be facilitated by the meet host, or by USA Synchro.  The meet host’s bid should include the hotel it intends to use as the host hotel, the proposed rates (single and double occupancy), and an assurance that the meet host will provide eight (8) complimentary rooms per night, beginning the day before the competition (including practice) begins, checking out the day after the competition ends, for use by USA Synchro to house judges and scoring and sound personnel.  

Title and Presenting Sponsorships:  USA Synchro retains all rights of title and presenting sponsorship.  The LOC must cooperate with such sponsors.  USA Synchro and the LOC may agree upon terms for a local sponsor to become a title or presenting sponsor of the event.

Local Sponsorships:  The LOC may sell local sponsorship packages subject to the following limitations:
a. Signage:  Deck signage is for USA Synchro National Sponsors and Suppliers only.  The LOC may offer other signage in competition areas, so long as signage for USA Synchro National Sponsors and Suppliers is placed in prominent locations within the competition area.  All signage may be subject to repositioning by USA Synchro if the event is televised.
b. Approval:  To avoid conflicts with existing or prospective sponsors of USA Synchro, all sponsors of the LOC must be approved by USA Synchro in advance of the LOC’s agreement with the prospective sponsor.  The LOC retains all revenues from local event sponsors.  The LOC may not solicit sponsors who are direct competitors of USA Synchro sponsors.
c. Official Designation:  LOC sponsors may promote themselves as an official local sponsor or supporter of the event (such as: “Official Local Sponsor of the U.S. National Synchronized Swimming Championships” or “XX is proud to support the [event]”), but may not suggest title sponsorship of the event or use the official marks of USA Synchro.

National Sponsors and Suppliers:  USA Synchro has various sponsorship agreements, including but not limited to: the United States Olympic Committee ("USOC"), Colorado Time Systems Inc., eSynchro, Clark Synthesis Tactical Sound Systems, and Migz Photography.  USA Synchro may enter into additional agreements after the bid for an event is accepted, which may restrict USA Synchro’s ability to grant to the LOC certain sponsorship rights.  If the additional USA Synchro sponsor is not in conflict with existing local sponsors that the LOC has disclosed to USA Synchro, the LOC’s agreement with USA Synchro becomes subject to USA Synchro’s new sponsorship agreement immediately upon notice to the LOC.

The LOC may not enter into any agreement with any competitor of USA Synchro’s sponsors and suppliers or of the USOC Joint Marketing Agreement protected-category sponsors (see below) to provide any sponsorship right, or any other relationship to or association with the event.

LOC Obligations to USSS Sponsors and Suppliers:  The LOC must guarantee that the following sponsorship rights are provided to the sponsors of USA Synchro:  
1. The right to place commercial signage in preferred locations at the Site.  This signage is provided by USA Synchro.  All signage will be subject to positioning by USA Synchro.  The LOC is responsible for returning the signage to USA Synchro within five (5) days after the event, at USA Synchro’s expense, to location designated by USA Synchro.

2. The category-exclusive right to operate, free of charge, concessions, franchises, displays and hospitality for the sale, promotion or service of the sponsor’s products; including a reasonable number of credentials for the operation of such areas.

USA Synchro will provide the LOC with ad copy for those advertisements.  The LOC must provide other USA Synchro sponsors the right to purchase advertising space in any Championships programs on terms no less favorable than those granted other advertisers obtained by the LOC.

3. Up to fifty (50) credentials or Complimentary VIP tickets for admission of sponsors of USA Synchro to the Championships.

4. The following statement in all promotional activities of the Championships:

· Colorado Time Systems, the Official Scoring Display Systems Supplier of Synchro Swimming USA. 
· eSynchro, the Official Educational Partner of Synchro Swimming USA.
· Clark Synthesis Sound Systems, the Official Sound System Supplier of Synchro Swimming USA.
· Migz Photography, the Official Event Photographer of Synchro Swimming USA.

5. Public address announcements as stated in the current Meet Management Guide or an approved variant provided by USA Synchro. 

6. The LOC must include information about United Airlines discounts in all pre-meet and final meet entry announcements for the event.

7. The LOC must include in all materials prepared by it that mention housing for the Championships, a listing of all hotels arranged and any reservation service information to be used.  

Merchandising	:  The LOC must sell official USA Synchro merchandise at the competition venue, and may sell LOC merchandise.  The type, specific amount, and retail price of USA Synchro merchandise available for sale by the LOC is determined by USA Synchro in consultation with the LOC.  USA Synchro ships the merchandise (at its cost) to the LOC in advance of the event.  In consideration of the LOC’s services, the LOC receives 10% of retail sales of USA Synchro official merchandise sold at the event.  

eSynchro is the Official Event Merchandise Supplier for the event, and has the exclusive right to create, produce and sell Championships-specific merchandise.  eSynchro provides the LOC with a list of products that will be sold, and will work with the LOC to offer additional products that the LOC believes are marketable.  The LOC must provide adequate space to eSynchro, and to vendor representatives of other sponsors of USA Synchro, to display and sell their merchandise throughout the event, and must provide a secure location to store the merchandise.  In return, the LOC has the option of receiving 10% of gross retail sales of event-specific merchandise sold at the event, or an up-front cash payment in lieu of a percentage.  The amount of the guaranteed payment varies by event.  Payment is made within 30 days after the event.

If eSynchro determines not to provide a specific product, the LOC may, subject to USA Synchro’s approval, produce and sell that product, and remits 10% of gross retail sales to USA Synchro.  USA Synchro will not unreasonably withhold its approval.

Event Program:  The LOC must produce an event program in association with USA Synchro. USA Synchro will provide program covers and standard program information. The LOC may sell program advertising.

USA Synchro will provide the LOC with the cover and up to three inside signatures of the Championships Program.  USA Synchro has the right to sell and provide to its sponsors additional pages in the Championships Program, at no cost to USA Synchro other than the cost to provide the camera-ready artwork plus the published advertising rate as set forth by the LOC.  The LOC may sell the advertising for the inside front and back covers if USA Synchro has not sold such space within 60 days of the Championships.  

Medals:  USA Synchro provides, at its cost, medals and/or ribbons. 

Tickets:  The LOC may design, print and sell the admission tickets to the event.  If USA Synchro has an agreement with a sponsor that provides the sponsor with advertising space on tickets to the event, the LOC will include such ticket branding on the admission tickets.  Ticket design must be approved by USA Synchro.
1. The LOC must grant free admission to the Championships to the event for all Life Members of USA Synchro.
2. The LOC must provide to USA Synchro, free of charge, a mutually agreed upon number of VIP passes to the event, including all competition sessions and social or auxiliary functions.  

Financial:  LOC provides:
1. All event related costs associated with the conduct of the championship
2. Complimentary event tickets for USA Synchro use as designated

LOC retains/receives:
1. All ticket sales revenue
2. All local sponsor revenue, unless the sponsor is given title or presenting sponsorship rights, in which case a split will be agreed between the LOC and USSS.
3. 10 percent of revenue from USA Synchro merchandise sold at the competition
4. 10 percent of revenue from sale of event-logo merchandise
5. Revenue from:
a. Event program sales
b. Event program advertising (other than that sold by USA Synchro)
c. Concessions and/or vendor revenue, other than those vendors who are sponsors or suppliers of USA Synchro.
6. All athlete sponsor fees
